The views of the Case Officer should be recorded in 
the site file and not in the Consultation Plan. 

The model excludes temporary sites (this is 
defined as a site in situ for no longer than six 
months) and emergency sites. Should an operator 
be considering seeking to turn a temporary site 
into a permanent site, such a site would go 
through the traffic light rating process.  

This model is to be applied to all new in-building 
solutions in publicly accessible areas such as 
airports, railways stations and shopping centres.

Clarifications
In respect of all sites – irrespective of traffic light 
rating score – the operators will consult as required 
by government planning guidance and legislation. 
The optional consultation options relate to amber 
and red rated sites. An attempt will be made to agree 
the consultation plan with the local planning officer.
